Project Narrative:

The subject site is located at 1776 Plainfield Pike and comprised of one parcel (Assessors map
37-1, Lot 3) containing approximately 29.15 acres. The proposed drive-up ATM will be located within
the parking area to the north of the McDonald’s restaurant within the retail development plaza. The
zoning district is Commercial C-4 Highway Business and a “kiosk, freestanding exterior” use is allowed
via Special Permit application with the Zoning Board of Review.

The redevelopment project includes the construction of a new drive-up ATM facility with
associated canopy, lighting fixture, and bollards within the. As a result of the project, 13 existing parking
spaces will be removed. Per the record Walmart expansion design Site Plan prepared by Bohler dated
February 19, 2010 and last revised April 1, 2011, the plaza proposed a total of 1,138 parking spaces and
1,111 parking spaces are required. The removal of 13 parking spaces would result in a total of 1,125
parking spaces, maintaining compliance with the requirements set forth in the Zoning Bylaws.

Site investigations revealed no observed obstructions that would impede construction of the
drive-up ATM location. An existing sewer manhole and associated pipe are within the project area,
however, it appears this will not be affected. Along with construction of the facility, the project will also
create a new landscaped island containing 165 square feet just southwest of the ATM to create an
additional drive aisle for traffic circulation. The project proposes to maintain the existing grading and
drainage runoff patterns.

The project was presented at an informal Development Plan Review meeting on January 27%.
After discussing, the committee agreed that given the limited scope of the project, a DPR review and
approval was not required. The recommendation as to prepare a Special Permit Application with the
Zoning Board of Review.
