Ms. Blanchard: Mark, I have a question. Under the key code, the ‘three quotes’ - that means that the Department already requested three quotes and they put the bid waiver in for the lower quote? They already went through that process? 
Mr. Marchesi: Correct. If they ever went with a middle quote it would be if the company with the lower quote couldn’t get the product for a long time or something like that. The department would need to give a reason if they didn’t go with the low bidder, it would need to be explained to us. But usually they go with the low bidder because most of the time they’re all bidding on the exact same stuff unless there’s a deviation. 
Mr. Marchesi: So the Board knows, the City Clerk bid waiver, Granicus for $50,000 that’s the maintenance system for the city records in the back of the City Clerk’s office, so that’s the contract maintenance we have with them.
Mr. Santurri: Mark, for the contract maintenance is that just a flat fee of $50,000 or is that increases in the proposal for the whole time?
Mr. Marchesi: That’s each year, we signed up with them for 5 years, they bought out AMCAD, so that’s the system we have a contract with.
Mr. Santurri: Okay and the Police Department one for Drone City, did I read that correctly that they’re buying two drones?

Mr. Marchesi: Yes they’re doing that on a grant, the federal forfeiture fund. It will help them in getting views of the City in less than 50 minutes.
