Mr. Strom: This is a statistical revaluation of the property of the City, we do get reimbursed 80% by the State - so out of the $450,000 we get $360,000 back, so out of pocket we’re paying $90,000.

Mr. Strom: It’s a state law. We do it every three years with a full revaluation at ten years. And the majority of the cities and towns use Vision.
