Mr. Marchesi: That’s at the same cost as last year, no increase.
Upon motion by Mr. Ciambrone, seconded by Mr. Strom the contract extension was unanimously approved.
Western Cranston Traffic Engineering Services- Amendment with Beta Group, Inc.
Mr. Mason: This is an amendment to the contract with Beta Group, we retained them last year to do an initial study and evaluation of two intersections in Western Cranston. The first was at Wilbur and Natick where the traffic light is, the second is at Hope, Phenix, and Wilbur, where the four way stop sign is, up near Hope Highlands. We’re going to the second phase which is final design, engineering and bid documents for these two intersections. We’re looking to put in small roundabouts there. This is being approved for the capital budget for this coming fiscal year. Also, it’s being paid by the Western Cranston Road Impact Fees, not bond money or any operational funds.
