Mr. Santurri: For the Pro Tool grant match one that’s about $15,000.00, are we being matched $15,000.00 or $7,500.00? It just wasn’t clear to me. 
Mr. Marchesi: For Public Buildings, usually it’s a 90/10 match.
Mr. Santurri: Okay, my second question is the purple bags for Waste Zero, is that 40,000 bags? I couldn’t quite make that out.

Mr. Marchesi: Yes.

Mr. Santurri: Okay, and then for Admins for $150,000.00 is that a new system or is that just a renewal for the one we have now? 
Mr. Marchesi: That’s the renewal for what we have now. 
Mr. Santurri: Was there a big price increase or is that just the usual price?

Mr. Marchesi: That’s the usual price.
Mr. Santurri: Okay and then my last question, for Flock Safety. What is the source of funds for this? Is it just from the Police Department?


Mr. Strom: Mark, they have a line item for that.


Mr. Marchesi: Yes, it’s under maintenance contracts, Rob.
Mr. Santurri: Okay and I was looking at the last page where it said special terms and it mentioned the ‘raven promo’ which it said is free for the first year but after that is $25,000.00/per square mile. So after the first year will there be a substantial price increase or change in service with using this? 
Mr. Marchesi: This is for two years, so yes I will have to check with them on that.
Mr. Santurri: Just because with how big Cranston is that would be a couple hundred thousand dollars I anticipate. I am just trying to figure out what the ‘raven coverage’ is and if it is a significant part of what they provide as a service.
Mr. Marchesi: I think they are going to do this for two years and then see what it comes to. I highly doubt they’re going to spend $25,000.00/per square mile. I don’t think they would come back after 12 months with a price increase. 
Mr. Santurri: Okay, thank you.
