Eden Park Elementary School Phase 2 – Award iGMP # 1 to Shawmut Design & Construction in amount of $6,202,156.00
Mr. Collins: This is a majority of the heavy items in the GMP, you’ll notice that four items, masonry, structural steel, waterproofing, and roofing, have a greatest maximum price to them but we have not awarded yet because we’re still going down through that in scope and trying to find some money out of that. But that would be the greatest price that those disciplines are awarded to, we’re just trying to find some savings in that.

And this is… we had that conversation, there was 50 million dollars that was already encumbered and everything with the PAYGO, this is part of being within the budget of the money that’s already been encumbered by the City.
Mr. Bernardo: So this is budgeted?

Mr. Collins: Yes, this has already been encumbered, yes.

Mr. Santurri: Ed, I see the price we are going for is 6.2 million, roughly how much above is that what we estimated for doing this?
Mr. Collins: Phase 2 we originally thought would be, construction-wise, 11 million. This is more than half of that, honestly from what our estimates are we’re actually about $47,000.00 under right now the projection, and we’re still working on that.

Mr. Marchesi: The majority of these bid waivers are for next fiscal year 2023, this is just to get them in before the computer system opens.

So the board knows, the one for Premier Sealcoating and Line Stripping for $121,000.00 that’s for Cranston West and Park View tennis courts. We went with the vendor who had this fiberglass system that will repair the cracks and put the fiberglass in it, putty it, seal it, and repaint it. It was a lot better than the low bidder who was just going to use the old methods. This is a new system that’s supposed to work pretty well. 
The Cape and Island Tennis and Track for $144,248.00, that is to redo the surface of the Cranston West track, this is the same vendor that did it years ago, so we wanted to get it in for timing reasons and to try and avoid missing the track meets. 
The $70,000 for A. Difazio Construction, that was ….was that water or sewage?
Mr. Bernardo: That was a drainage pipe, it was corrugated metal that was rotted out after 30 years, and it created a sinkhole in the middle of the parking lot at Eden Park School that we have to take care of immediately for public safety.
Mr. Marchesi: Okay, thanks.

Mr. Santurri: Mark, almost all the blanket quotes listed here are actually for next fiscal year you said?

Mr. Marchesi: Correct.

Mr. Santurri: And I’m just curious, the $70,000.00 drainage pipe issue, is that the only bill we’ll probably see for that? Or will there be others?

Mr. Bernardo: No, we’re actually trying to get that lower than the $70,000.00, it’s the high end of the quote so we can get the work done quickly.
Mr. Santurri: And are there any quotes that are in question, I know there was one that came up last meeting with Kent County Lawn Mower?
Mr. Marchesi: The Kent County Lawn Mower one for this meeting is for blanket repairs for all of our machines.
Mr. Santurri: No, I just meant in general in the dollar amount of things on the bid waivers.

Mr. Marchesi: A lot of them are ones where they just do one for the whole year for maintenance or repairs.

Mr. Santurri: Okay.
