Mr. Marchesi: We’re going to extend this into October, I’m going to refer to Justin and he’s going to explain what we’re going to do to the bid to make it more advantageous to the bidders. 
Mr. Mateus: Yeah so I believe everyone is aware we went out to bid once, got no bidders, we extended it, still got no bidders. We’re going to change some of the dates- between speaking to these gentlemen and some contractors I think the problem is the tight schedule. We had a deadline of July 1, and part of this project is curbing, curbing is at about a ten-to-twelve-month lead time right now. So that makes that impossible for a contractor to get that done in time. The new plan is to extend that completion date to December 1, that would give them the whole of the construction season next year to get this done, and between conversations I’ve had with contractors I believe that’s going to be more desirable and advantageous for them to bid on that. So that’s the plan moving forward, we’ll be having a mandatory pre-bid meeting on that with a six week advertisement period. 
Mr. Marchesi: With that that will give them enough time to get everything. Because these were some of the complaints we heard in the beginning, but again we were stuck to a schedule, so now the schedule’s changed.

Ms. Maccarone: Out of curiosity the one for Pet Supplies Plus, I noticed they were two separate accounts and two separate bid waivers, I’m just curious as to why, because it looks like it’s for the same sort of expense?
Mr. Marchesi: One’s for the K9 Unit and one went to the animal shelter. It’s two different accounts, 1202 and 1203, so they set up two different purchase orders for it. 
Ms. Maccarone: Okay, thank you. And the only other thing I have is on the Parks and Recreation one, The Lawn Beauticians. So, I see that there’s an immediate need. I guess my question is I just wanted to understand why, since it’s so close to the school year? 
Mr. Marchesi: Well, this comes out of operational, so we had to wait until after July to do this. And then they go around and get the different needs of the different schools to do it. And the Lawn Beauticians have been doing this for the last few years for us because they have the machine and they just blow it in from the truck, rather than having labor and people doing it, it’s $75 a yard vs like $55 a yard. 
Ms. Maccarone: So, when the school year ends they have to wait for the new fiscal year?

Mr. Marchesi: Yeah, this the City pays for it …

Mr. Zidelis: You’re just saying this timing of this couldn’t be done until July 1 for this function out of this year’s appropriation. 

Mr. Marchesi: Yes.

Ms. Maccarone: Okay, thank you.

Mr. Trudell: On the American Animal Cruelty Investigations School for $650.00 is that a new person with this certification?
Mr. Marchesi: Correct.

Mr. Trudell: And the second one of the same name for $900.00, is a department head? Had they done the training before? 
Mr. Marchesi: I think the certification was expired, they had to renew it. 

Mr. Trudell: Does this tie into the kennel, they would investigate animals coming into the shelter? 

Mr. Marchesi: Yes. 
Mr. Zidelis: Is the one for Waste Away a blanket? 
Mr. Marchesi: Yes, on an add needed basis for septic tank.
