Garden City Elementary School Project- Change Order # 1 for Security Systems Contract with ATG Group Inc. in amount of $62,440.00.
Mr. Marchesi: Ed Collins discussed this with Tom Zidelis.

Mr. Zidelis: Yes, the first part of this is this is the first change order for ATG and it is with the 15% threshold. The second part is when they were trying to make room for Garden City, what they were originally contemplating was pulling this out and not paying for it with the bond funds. Now that Garden City has shaken out, they were going to try and find some other source to pay for it, there is sufficient funds in the bond fund for this, so when he called over we went through it and I said I would carry the water for this today, but it’s within the 15% change order, which we’re allowed plus I’ll attest that there are funds in the overall project funds for this to install these projectors. 
Ms. Blanchard: So is the quantity 15?

Mr. Zidelis: Yes. These are not the cameras we used to use, the ones they have now are basically computers. So they’re technically, they’re equivalent to a projector for a computer.
Upon motion by Mr. Mastantuono, seconded by Mr. Zidelis, Change Order # 1 with ATG Group Inc. in amount of $62,440.00 was unanimously approved.
