Mr. Trudell: On the Marshall one, the estimate was $910?
Mr. Marchesi: That, they sent a quote it was $910, they gave me $1,000 just in case it was up a little bit. 
Ms. Maccarone: On the Canvassing one, because it’s a federal election do we get any money from the State to help with that?
Mr. Zidelis: There are two parts to this- potentially the special election and then the primary, so there are two quotes buried in here, so a portion is for the special and a portion is for the primary, and I believe we get reimbursed for any early voting. This is for the materials going out, advising people for the election- what’s going to be on the ballot.
Ms. Maccarone: So at some point we could get some reimbursement for that?

Mr. Zidelis: I believe we get reimbursed for early voting.
Mr. Marchesi: And the reason there was two, I put the higher one just in case, but they have to see which way they’re going to go on it.

Mr. Trudell: The one for Eddie’s Furniture Refinishing- was Cranston West considered for that, to have the trade students do this as a project?

Mr. Marchesi: No and the reason was, Eddie’s refinished about three desks for us already, so they wanted to… it was the original tax assessor’s desk, there was some things broken on it that they were going to fix for us, and I went to them because he’s done all my refinishing for the rest of the City.
