INFORMATIONAL: 

Budlong Pool Change Order # 1 with Saccoccio & Associates for architectural and engineering services in amount of $12,100.00.
Mr. Mateus: Anyone who has followed Budlong Pool would probably understand the back and forth and the politics has increased the scope of work for the contractor and the consultant. It’s just the debate on the size of the pool, extra calculations they have to do to get to that answer. It’s just additional work that was not originally included in the contract. 

Mr. Trudell: It’s more paperwork?

Mr. Mateus: It’s more justifying how they got to their architectural and engineering designs. 
Facility Assessment for Six Fire Stations- Recommended by Public Works and Fire Department to award Architectural/Engineering Contract to Saccoccio & Associates in amount of $33,000.00.
Mr. Mateus: This is for building inspections, structural as well as cosmetic inspections of the six fire stations to bring them up to modern standards. 

Pomham Street Stormwater Improvements- Award Universal Excavating, Inc. to new subsurface infiltration system on Pomham street to reduce excess runoff to Spectacle Pond.  The work includes the installation of one catch basin, two manholes, Stormtech infiltration basins, pavement and site restoration in the amount of $59,800.00.

Mr. Marchesi: We have three bidders we can go to that we have a list of, the next bidder was $92,000, this was the low bidder. Third bidder did not submit a bid. 
Mr. Mateus: This is a part of a grant that DPW has done, we’ve done similar projects at the end of Barret Street. This is third and last subsurface infiltration system that’s a part of these series of projects around Spectacle Pond to reduce pollutants and increase water quality inside that pond.
