SCHOOL DEPARTMENT:

Garden City Elementary School Change Order # 2- Historic Properties Survey of Designated Garden City Post-war Residential Neighborhood in amount of $50,589.00.

Cranston High School West Feasibility Study with Finegold Alexander Architects for a Proposed Fixed Fee of $65,700.00.

Cranston High School West Feasibility Fees for (OPM) Owners Project Managements Services with Jacobs for $44,166.00.
Mr. Collins: Regarding the historic study, one of the state jurisdictions that need to sign off on new schools is the historic one and because Garden City area is not on the register, but it is eligible to be on their register, they are asking, for them to approve the demolition of the old school and the new one to be built, for mitigation. Mitigation is for us to do an evaluation or historic survey of the property and hand that over to them, so we reached a memorandum of agreement with them and the study represents that. The $50,589.00 will be rolled into the soft cost and would be reimbursed as part of the project. 

Mr. Mason: And who is doing the study?

Mr. Collins: PAL- Public Archeology Laboratory.

Mr. Santurri: So this is state mandated for us to do a survey?

Mr. Collins: We need to go through numerous state jurisdictions, the historic department is one of them. Normally, we don’t run into anything but because they are saying Garden City is eligible to be on their registry they wanted that done. If we had said no they could have refused to sign off on the demolition of the old school and they need to because it’s state funding that supplies that so we did not think it was a good move to refuse.
Ms. Blanchard:  So they need to go through the process of making it a historic district?

Mr. Collins: Making that area a historic district, they would have to go through the community and there are a whole bunch of hurdles for them to do that. We were kind of shocked that it’s not on their register so we didn’t see this coming until they said they were considering it. And for them to sign off on it we had to do it. We are pretty much doing the survey that they would have had to do before they went into Cranston and started approaching your Historic Committee and the people in that neighborhood if they wanted to turn that into a historical district. 
Ms. Blanchard: What would the length of time be and how would that affect the process? 

Mr. Collins: We will have the study done in a matter of 5 to 6 months and we’ll turn it over, in the memorandum of agreement they agreed to the fact that if we’re going to do this they’re going to sign off on the demolition so there is no hold up on our end for building the school. And if they want to proceed with the City of Cranston to turn that into a historical district that’s not in my realm. 
Mr. Strom: Haven’t we already started the demolition and it’s been done?
Mr. Collins: Yes, demolition has been done. We reached a tentative agreement with them early and then there was a lot of back and forth about what exactly they wanted done. They kept saying they wanted some mitigation, we talked about putting a plaque up in the school or something and they kept pushing it further and further until we finally reached an agreement. 
Mr. Strom: So by reaching an agreement you were allowed to proceed? 
Mr. Collins: Yes we were allowed to demo it anyways because we told them that we would do what was needed, but what we first proposed they didn’t accept- they wanted a full survey of the Garden City area.
The other two proposals you have in front of you, one is for Jacobs for OPM services the other is from Finegold Alexander. Because of the number of projects we’re having on there, we’re bringing in other architectural firms to do some of our other projects. Cranston West is part of the Bond, there is approximately $7,000,000.00 slated for there. Finegold Alexander is on the State M.P.A. and they’re an approved vendor by RIDE, so they’re going to do a feasibility study of the projects that we had slated for West. As you know and I keep telling you in front of you, because of the economy the price of everything is way up, we probably had 8 or 9 different items there that we were going to address and they’ll do a feasibility study to see what we can do for the money we have and then we’ll move forward. So at some point once the feasibility student is done I’ll come back and tell you which projects we’re going to do and then they’ll have a design proposal in front of us. 
Mr. Strom: This is part of the Bond money, or the BAN money? 

Mr. Collins: Yes this is. The Bond had 5 major projects, Cranston West was one of them. 
Upon motion by Mr. Mastantuono, seconded by Ms. Blanchard, all the above School Department items were unanimously approved.
