So when the architect was first hired they only did the first couple phases so now this is to finish it.

Mr. Marchesi: The park should be done hopefully by Spring/Summer.

CONTRACT RENEWAL:

EMT Malpractice Insurance - renew contract for (1) year with World Insurance Associates, in amount of $5,170.00.

Contract term:  October 1, 2022 to October 1, 2023.
Mr. Roach: Was this an increase or was it flat year over year do you know?

Ms. Vannini: It’s an increase by a couple hundred dollars, so pretty much keeping in line with what we expected.

Mr. Roach: Okay, thanks.

Mr. DosSantos: Do we look at other companies?

Mr. Marchesi: Since I have been here it’s always been with them, formerly Butler & Messier, now World Insurance Associates. We’ve went out to bid a few times and the other people that bid on it are about $40,000.00. This is like a locked in rate- so the board knows this EMT malpractice insurance covers the over 13,000 runs our ambulances do all year. This protects us, it’s the malpractice insurance that we have to have, but to be honest this is an incredible rate.
Mr. Mastantuono: This also covers the Engines when they go on runs, any kind of rescue calls.

Mr. Marchesi: Correct.

Upon motion by Mr. Mastantuono, seconded by Ms. Blanchard, the contract renewal was unanimously approved.
