Mr. Santurri: For the lawn beauticians one, it said they’re a sole source supplier for this type of insulation, so are they the only vendor that can do this type of wood fiber? 
Mr. Marchesi: They have the only machine that does this, and they’ve also been the low bidder the past few times we did this. So, they’re the cheapest ones to do that. 

Mr. Santurri: Okay and the Senior Services one for Health Care Services- do we anticipate how long that $30,000.00 will last due to staffing requirements?

Mr. Marchesi: This covers a part time CNA for the whole year for Adult Day Services. And they’ve been the low bidder and have quality workers that they send. 
Mr. Santurri: Okay and the peer review one for the Planning Department- I haven’t seen that in my time here, is that unusual?

Mr. Marchesi: That was for a noise evaluation, and actually the applicant is paying for it we just went out to get prices for it. And it is for two jobs. 

Mr. Santurri: Okay and for the universal excavating jobs, I can see they were emergency jobs due to flash flood issues, so my question is: were they called because they were on the approved list of vendors used by the City?

Mr. Marchesi: Yes, they are an approved vendor of Veolia Water and can do the work on short notice.

Mr. Bernardo: Yes, for this one we found out when opening the roadways for the gas company that two of the roadways had rotting pipes, so we couldn’t leave it there- we had to it as emergency.
