Eden Park Elementary School Project Phase 4- Award Fixtures, Furniture & Equipment (FF&E) Package to W.B. Mason in amount of $272,227.74.
Mr. Jedson: So this is for the Furniture and Fixtures for Eden Park for the final phase, it’s similar to the Gladstone award to Mason, they were the only bidder at $272,227.74.
Upon motion by Mr. Mastantuono, seconded by Mr. Corrao, it was unanimously voted to award Eden Park Elementary School Project - Fixtures, Furniture & Equipment (FF&E) Package to W.B. Mason in amount of $272,227.74.
Gladstone Elementary School Project- Award Keys and Cores to Dugmore and Duncan in amount of $24,909.38.
Mr. Jedson: So this is, we’re wrapping up on the final phase, substantial completion is April of 2026 this is for the Cores and Keys for all the doors in the facility so they came in at $24,909.38.
Upon motion by Mr. Mastantuono, seconded by Mr. Zidelis, it was unanimously voted to award Gladstone Elementary School Project- Keys and Cores to Dugmore and Duncan in amount of $24,909.38.
Eden Park Elementary School Project- Award Low Voltage Scope- Audio Visual (AV), Tel/Data, Intrusion, IT, and Security Systems to National Security in amount of $316,500.00.
Mr. Jedson: This is for Eden Park, same thing the final phase, so this was two bids National Security and ATG Group, we broke the bid and awarded sections of the bid to the lowest price, so this one is for National which is doing the Audio Visual, Tela/Data, IT and security systems. 
Ms. Blanchard: So was this not included in the original budget?

Mr. Jedson: No this is owner supplied which means we broke it out to get a cheaper price that we would manage it. It fits in the overall budget of the project though. 
Upon motion by Mr. Mastantuono, seconded by Ms. Maccarone, it was unanimously voted to award Eden Park Elementary School Project- Low Voltage Scope to National Security in amount of $316,500.00.

Mr. Jedson: That is correct that is just the second part of this, so ATG is really the video and access control part of the project, same thing we broke it out so we could control it and not pay the mark up and control it as the owner vendor.

Mr. Corrao: Yeah there was a sewer line in there that was having problems with leaks so what they’re looking to do is they had a camera go in and run a camera up the pipe system to be able to determine where and whether or not it was a feasible candidate to have the liner put in, because you can’t have anything in the pipe that’s going to cause a tear or rip, so as a result this was the cost to be able to go ahead and do that investigation and to do the lining.

Contract amendment to the bid with Frazer, Ltd. for Purchase of a Type I Ambulance 14’ Generator Powered Module for Cranston Fire Department award dated February 6, 2024 increasing $1,348,915.00 to $1,409,210.00 with dollar value of $60,295.00. Additionally, increasing the purchases from 3 to 4 vehicles. 
Ms. Blanchard: Can you explain, Tom?
Mr. Zidelis: The City put out a bid to purchase ambulances, the bid came in with the City having the purchase of the first ambulance, with an option for two other ambulances. We’ve already exercised through the contract the purchase of the first option, that being the second ambulance. We’re now looking to exercise the purchase of this second option which would be the third ambulance and through work with the Fire Department, instead of buying an entire brand new ambulance, we’re opting to, on the second option instead of a totally new one we’re pursuing a cheaper avenue of installing a new ambulance on top of an used chassis. 
Mr. Mastantuono: The City will have five ambulances in service. 

Upon motion by Mr. Mastantuono, seconded by Mr. Corrao, it was unanimously voted to approve contract amendment to the bid with Frazer, Ltd. for Purchase of a Type I Ambulance 14’ Generator Powered Module for Cranston Fire Department award dated February 6, 2024 increasing $1,348,915.00 to $1,409,210.00 with dollar value of $60,295.00. Additionally, increasing the purchases from 3 to 4 vehicles.
