Department of Public Works recommends awarding Emergency Storm Drain Repair at Thunder Trail to Universal Excavating, Inc. in amount of $31,928.40.
Mr. Corrao: This is the sinkhole in Western Cranston. It’s ground water and a stream, it was collapsing and corrugating the pipe which was 50 years old and the dirt fell on it and then we had 2 major rain storms, it surcharged the system, the water came up out of the catch basins and once you fill the catch basins the next place it went was up the pipes of some homes. 
Mr. Moretti: And that was absolutely vital it had to be fixed?

Mr. Corrao: Yes we had a hole that was seven feet deep, 4 feet wide.

Upon motion by Mr. Mastantuono, seconded by Mr. Moretti, it was unanimously voted to award Emergency Storm Drain Repair at Thunder Trail to Universal Excavating, Inc. in amount of $31,928.40.

Mr. Santamaria: BORI Graphix is owned by a family member of someone in the Mayor’s office. I might have a problem with that. 
Ms. Maccarone: Is that something they need to disclose? It’s not an exact conflict but… 
Ms. Karalekas: I’m not sure of the technicalities around that. All I was told about this is it is coming out of grant funding and they did get three quotes, and they were the low quote. 
Mr. Mastantuono: I am going to abstain from the Canvassing Authority one because I am on the Board of Canvassers.
Ms. Maccarone: The Unifirst one is for floor mats, I thought we had those?
Mr. Corrao: This is the cleaning service for those floor mats.

Mr. Strom: The Police one for Leads Online for $5,299.00 they didn’t have an account number but I spoke to Major Patalano and its 101-1202-53506 and there is enough funds to cover this and the Central Square one is 101-1202-52014 which is a sole source, their CAD Police system and that account has sufficient funds. 

Ms. Maccarone: Is there any others where there is a question of whether there are enough funds?

Mr. Strom: Well, I run a report of expenses and revenues every week and I review that prior to looking at the bid waivers, and except for one item I discussed with Frank, everything else has funding that is adequate to cover it. And it entails existing encumbrances, if you add everything together they still have enough funding at this point.
