Bay State Would Like te Have Rhode
Island Adupt Reciprocity.

The alertness of Massachusetts auto-
mobile squads in arresting Rhode Island-
ers who break the registration clause of
‘the Bay State law has been encouraged
recently by autolsts in tie sister State
who would like to see Rhode Island enact

a ‘“reciprocity’ clause- in its motor ve~

hicle law. -

on to” the end of its motor vehicle reg-
ulations, while Rhode Island .has not.

The Bay State law makes exactly the
same_ provisions in this respect as” does
the Rhode lsland, but on the cnd is the
“reclprocity™ clause. This clause is to
the efiect that 4 foreign motorist in Mas-
sachusetts will be glvenrexactly the same
privileges in that State as a Massachu-
gei-uts autoist would get in ‘the -foreign
state.

By this arrangement the Rhode Island
and Massachusetts laws are made alilce,
A IRhode Islander gets better treatment
in the Bay State than does a New Jer-
soyite, because the Rhode Tsland and.New
Jersey laws differ.

The judiclary committee of the Senate
and House have, in the substitute act, pre-
ipented to the Legislature Tuesday to
replace the one drawn up by the District-
ing Commission, accepted the suggestions
as to the lines'in,Cranston as prcsented
by Representapive Jennings of that. city..
According tg the maps prepared by the
committees, the oldeward lines in Cran-
ston will be made, with very slight varia-
tions, &s the district boundaries.  The
changes have been made for the purpose
of keeping community interests intact.
The lines presented by the Districting
Commission added South Auburn to the
Edgewood-Pawtyxet  district, & feature
which was not iiked by either section. By
the committee’s ‘linés "South Auburn is
taken out of its former dlstrict and put
in the one in which it desired it shall be
laced. A slight deviation from the ward:
ines was found necessary for the purpose
of tnaking the population more eqgual in
each case. The four distinct districts
have been malintained, however, in the
new -act, :

© According to the committee's new act.
the Cranston district voundaries are as

of Senator Walter A. Bowen of that
town. .

It- Is stated that the reason for the
change Is to accommodate about 50 voters
lving in that district, whose interests
have heretofore been centred in what is
now the Third District. They will be re-
moved. from the Fourth and placed in
the Third District. The wording of the
chan}xel as included in the committee’s
act follows: . .
