It is at the intersection with 
Springwood Street.  The subject lot is Lot No. 30 on Cranston Assessor’s Plat 1.  The lot is 
zoned C-3 (general business) under the zoning code and contains approximately 5,278 square 
feet.   
 
The application for review is an adaptive reuse project The owner/applicant desires to utilize 
existing footprint  with the ground floor for commercial parking and create two (2) dwelling 
units on the second and third floors.  Residences above first story business use are allowed in the 
C-3 zone. 
 
The project meets the off street parking requirements and will be serviced by public water and 
sewer. 
 
"Adaptive reuse" means the conversion of an existing structure from the use for which it was 
constructed to a new use by maintaining elements of the structure and adapting such elements to 
a new use. 
 
Under the zoning code Section 17.20.020 (F) entitled “Conditions for permitted uses” outlines 
the applicable regulations for adaptive reuse projects.

The reuse of this building will conform to zoning and provide two new dwelling units in the 
Pawtuxet Village area.
