In 
Cranston, we need over 300 poll workers on Sept. 8 and Nov. 3 to 
ensure our elections are fully staffed and conducted successfully. 

 
Pay ranges from $175 to $225 per election, depending on the 
position you work. Available positions include: 

 Moderators (overall responsibility of managing a polling place) 

 Clerks (assist voters who have moved, changed names, or are 
voting by provisional ballot) 

 Supervisors (check in voters and provide ballots) 

 Greeters (direct voters to their check-in station and assists 
with managing lines) 

You may serve as a poll worker if you are 16 years old or older, 
among other qualifications.
