Mr. Marchesi: So the Board knows, the Sale of 41 Heath Avenue- any sale of property has to go to the City Council. So what happened was it was supposed to be open on April 24 and it got postponed until April 27, so I opened the bid in front of the City Council and it gets referred to the Finance Committee back to the full council next week and then it will come back to us. If everything goes well, I’ll bring you the recommendation from the City Council to approve it. There were two bids, we were looking for $250,000.00 as the minimum bid, both bidders bid that. We’ll recommend to award the higher bid, Vicioso Homes.
Ms. Maccarone: Are there any contingencies or is it just as is?

Mr. Marchesi: The way we had the bid was we’re going to close within 60 days, they have to knock down the building within 90 days of closing and then they have to have... the City went through Zoning to have four houses zoned so the plan is already in place they just need to have the houses built within a year or so. 
Ms. Maccarone: Oh, so they will demolish it themselves.

Mr. Marchesi: Correct, we included that in part of the price, we took that into account. The main thing as far as the City is concerned is to have the building done, then have the four houses over there. The people near there have had to deal with that building for the last 10-12 years and there really wasn’t much we could do with it. This is the best solution.

Ms. Maccarone: The one for the moving of the monument by A. Sciolto, there is no mention of a bond, no contingency if they have to replace the base? Whereas the other bid mentioned if they have to replace the base, so I don’t know- the Sciolto one isn’t much detail.
Mr. Mateus: So the original Tower change order, that included the two prices, one was close to $8,000.00 and one was close to $12,000.00, the difference was pouring the footing- with the A. Sciolto the Highway Department will be pouring the footing for that relocation. So that work will be done in-house. That’s why I put on there the $7,000.00 vs the $12,000.00. 
Ms. Maccarone: What about the bond- when they mention the bond, what is that?

Mr. Marchesi: Just to explain it- Tower Construction is the contractor for the whole construction of Knightsville, so they’re under contract for let’s say $1,420,000.00. They have a bond for the whole project. So, any addition that you give to them they add to the bond, and they add to the bond and they add to their markup cost. So, they have to do it because they have to add it to the project that wasn’t included in the beginning. So, there’s always added cost because the total cost is going to go up with the project.
Ms. Maccarone: I see, so Sciolto didn’t have to do that because they’re not the general contractor.
Mr. Marchesi: Correct.

Ms. Maccarone: And then the only other question I had was on the motorcycles, are they special ones?

Mr. Marchesi: This is probably the fourth time we’ve done this, this is the motorcycle crew for the Police Department For some reason they’re leased so we do this once every three years. Actually, sorry, it’s for one year.
Ms. Maccarone: So, they don’t buy them?
Mr. Marchesi: No, it’s three motorcycles and it’s a lease from Seacoast. They’ve been doing it for the last… they’ve been doing it for a while through Seacoast.
Ms. Maccarone: They don’t consider an option to buy or anything?

Mr. Marchesi: Correct.
Mr. Trudell: The rental on the sidewalk sweeper, is that seasonal, or monthly? Is it on call and then it comes?

Mr. Mateus: That’s seasonal.

Mr. Trudell: Okay, is the cost monthly or weekly, or what?
Mr. Marchesi: I would say it’s for the season. Justin, how long is the sweeping season?
Mr. Mateus: Five or six months. 

Mr. Zidelis: So, is this a recurring cost for those five to six months or is the cost for the whole period?

Mr. Mateus: We will have to confirm it.

Mr. Marchesi: I just called Highway Director John Corso- that’s for two weeks. We use that for two weeks for the sidewalk sweeping. 
Mr. Trudell: So, the whole City gets cleaned up in two weeks?

Mr. Marchesi: The sidewalks, yes.

Mr. Mateus: The sidewalk sweeping is mostly main roads, not so much residential roads. That’s our focus.
Mr. Trudell: The state roads we would not do though?

Mr. Mateus: Correct those are done by DOT.

Mr. Trudell: Okay, thank you.
