Ms. Maccarone: And then the BORI Graphix one, have we looked at if there are cheaper options?
Mr. Marchesi: BORI kept the same price for us, they do a lot of work for us.

Ms. Blanchard: And they are a local business. 

Ms. Maccarone: One more question, does Farmer Brown charge for travel?

Mr. Marchesi: They fix our Zambonis, they’re one of the only ones that can do it, I told the Ice Rink to just do it a blanket.
